accredited college this fall, 
you are eligible to apply for a SAHJA scholarship.  In 
addition to the application and essay listed below, 
SAHJA requires a sealed copy of your transcript 
showing your GPA, and proof of enrollment in your 
chosen college before awarding any scholarships.
Essay submissions will be evaluated by a committee 

of current and retired 
teachers.  They will be 
looking for the applicant’s 
ability to address the essay 
topic in an articulate and 
accurate manner. They 
will score each essay and 
applicant will be awarded a 
scholarship based on those
